Francisco Hinojosa was born in Mexico City in 1954. He studied Hispanic Language and Literature at the National Autonomous University of Mexico. He has published almost forty books, including poetry, short stories, travel chronicles, journalism, essays and books for young people. His first children’s book was a historical novel -A golpe de calcetín (By foot)-, which was followed by, among many others, La peor señora del mundo (The worst lady in the world), Anibal y Melquiades (Anibal and Melquiades), and Amadis de Anis (Anise Amadis), where humor and absurdity prevail. Nowadays Hinojosa is one of the most prolific and successful writers among young readers, whose points of view and preferences are not always well known and understood. His extraordinary versatility allows Hinojosa to address readers of all ages. He says that he cannot escape from humor, which can be found in much of his work, and that it allows him to relate to the world in a very peculiar way. Some of his stories have been translated to several languages, and he has received many awards for his work.
Juan Gedovius was born in Mexico City; he is a narrator, illustrator, incorrigible night-owl, and sea-dragon fisher. Since he was very young, always surrounded by brushes, paint or any other tool that could help him capture all those creatures that inhabit dreams on paper, he found that books are the best way to bring a little piece of fantasy closer to whoever wants to dive into their pages. In his stories, which include among many others: Trucas (Trucas), El Tintodonte (un domingo sin desayuno, (The Tintodonte. Sunday without breakfast), Morado al cubo (Purple Cube) and Ribit (Ribit), you can find pleasant characters that, thanks to Gedovius’ talent and wit, find themselves in messily funny situations. He has more than sixty publications, many national and international exhibitions, ten international awards, animations, disc covers, posters, and multiple graphic materials.
