IBBY SA at the Cape Town Book Fair
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IBBY SA member Carole Bloch (right) chats to Birgitta Fransson at the IBBY SA stand at the CTBF. Carole heads up Praesa, whom IBBY SA has officially nominated for the 2009 Astrid Lindgren Memorial Award. Birgitta is a Jury Member of ALMA. 
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This was, once again, a great time for IBBY SA. We had an excellent stand, well positioned opposite the Children’s Zone, the Book Lounge bookshop and the Cup Cake Café. 

Our stand was devoted almost entirely to a display of South African Picture Books, with a top shelf devoted to some books for young people.

Here are a few of the people we met and chatted to:
· Nicolas Bovay – of the United Nations Publications Department. They’re interested in translating South African books for children and young people, and asked us for our suggestions
· Styrbjörn Gustafsson – a Swedish publisher who asked us to recommend a ‘top 5’ list of picture books for translation into Swedish.
· Phakama Mbonambi – the lively young editor of the new literary journal called wordsetc. He is interested in an issue devoted to children’s and young people’s literature, and suggested we help or even guest-edit.
· Paul Bland – of Independent Education, the official journal of ISASA, the Independent Schools Association of SA. He invited us to write an article about IBBY SA and the South African children’s and young people’s book scene.
· There were many other visitors to the stand, with many requests to buy the books on display. We sent them along to the stand of Keida’s Children’s Bookshop, or just next door to Biblionef SA, or direct to the publishers. If we decided to go into book-selling next year, we’d certainly do well – but how could we carry enough stock of 100 multi-language titles from a wide array of publishers, and over a public-holiday weekend?

Katrine Harris Awards
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Here is the official press release:

Stellenbosch illustrator Piet Grobler clears the deck…

During the presentation of the Katrine Harries Award for Children’s Book Illustrations at the University of Pretoria Book Festival, the Stellenbosch illustrator, Piet Grobler cleared the deck by winning three of the four gold medals. 
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IBBY SA member Piet Grobler receives one of his three gold Katrine Harris awards.
The Katrine Harries Award is the oldest and most prestigious award for children’s book illustrations in the country and under the auspices of the Children’s Literature Research Unit of UNISA. This award has been dormant for 8 years due to a lack of sponsorship, but fortunately Protea Boekhuis has offered to sponsor this award, a 9ct gold medal, on a permanent basis from 2006. For the period lapsed, LAPA and NB Publishers kindly sponsored individual awards for books published during 1999–2005.

In future the Katrine Harries Award will be awarded biennially for illustrations published in a South African children’s book or for a children’s book illustrated by a South African illustrator. 
This award is under the auspices of the Children’s Literature Research Unit of the University of South Africa.

The first M E R Award is:

M E R Illustrated Prize (Children’s illustrated book): Nina and Little Duck / Nina en Eentjie by Wendy Hartmann & Marjorie van Heerden (Human & Rousseau) 
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About the book (from the NB Publishers’ website http://www.nb.co.za/product/nina-en-eendjie/3447/):

Nina, Simon, and Mr and Mrs Rajah, together with their cat and dog, all live on a quaint little street where shops and houses are built right next door to each other. Mr and Mrs Rajah own a shop on this street. They display their fruit and vegetables outside, on stands, under a canopy. 
Their house is part of the shop. Next to it is an entrance to the garden where they store a few things. It is charming, just the kind of place a duck would love to make a nest. 

Nina and Simon spend a lot of time playing close to Mr and Mrs Rajah’s house and shop. They often stop for a chat and sometimes go into the garden to play games. Little Duck also spends a lot of time in the street and around the shop. After a long search, she recently moved into the Rajah’s garden to raise her family. 
And this is where the adventures of Little Duck and her ducklings, Max, Molly and Martin really start. The text is supported by humorous and charming rhymes and illustrations that warm the heart and tickle the tummy.
The second M E R Award is:

M E R Youth Prize (Youth novel): The Goblet Club by S A Partridge (Human & Rousseau) 
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About the book (from the NB Publishers’ website http://www.nb.co.za/product/the-goblet-club/4595/):
This novel was the winner of the English category of Human & Rousseau’s I'm a Writer competition, held in co-operation with Huisgenoot, You and Drum magazines, SABC Education and RSG.
The Goblet Club is a Gothic novel in the tradition of the highly successful Harry Potter series, but with distinctly South African features and set in a mysterious boarding school somewhere on the South African platteland. 
When Mark is sent to St Matthew’s College for Boys, it is one more punishment for years of bad behaviour. The school has a reputation for knocking boys like him into shape, run with an iron fist by the sinister headmaster, Mr Crabtree. As soon as he arrives, Mark enters a sinister world of questions: what is Mr Crabtree’s secret, and why does he have a miserable sixteen-year-old secretary? Are his new friends who they say are? Mark sets out to find answers, with his friends, Trent, Vlad and Francis. Together, they are the Goblet Club, dedicated to the study of poisons. They begin to use their potions to rid the school of a plague of rats, but as Mark is drawn deeper in, their thoughts turn to murder…

S A Partridge

Sally-Ann Partridge was born on the 17th August 1982 in Cape Town, South Africa. She graduated from Edgemead High School in 2000 and went on to study International Tourism at Tygerberg College where she excelled in every subject. 

She discovered her love for travel after visiting the United Kingdom and has aspirations of following in Mary Kinsley's footsteps by travelling through Africa, albeit without the petticoats. She may even stop somewhere along the way to write down her adventures. 
Sally-Ann has had an interesting career that has included working on a wine estate, for a travel agency, a property development firm and even an Aluminum factory. For a brief, yet inspired period, she worked in a bookstore just so that she could make optimum use of the staff discount that employees received. She is currently doing Ad-copy and is enjoying being away from screaming customers. 

Sally-Ann has had a passion for literature since an early age and has been writing since first being able to hold a pen. It was not uncommon for her to be found with her nose in book while other children were out playing. Her first novel, The Goblet Club, won first prize in the You / I'm a writer Competition and was published in 2007. The inspiration for the book were [sic] the many tales her friends would tell her during the school holidays, of their own experiences in boarding school. 

Sally-Ann continues to write and hopes to release a series of children's books in the future. 

Sally-Ann lives in Cape Town with her rather temperamental cat and a bookshelf threatening to give way at any moment. She credits her vivid imagination to her mother reading paperback Horror stories during pregnancy.(http://www.nb.co.za/listing/partridge/4573/)
