Call for nominations
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Nominations and self-nominations are invited for the following positions within IBBY SA:

1. Chairperson. Ideally, this should be someone with a sound knowledge of South African books for children and young people; and sufficient time to give to the administrative work and to relations with the parent-body IBBY.

2. Two Members of the Exec, with a special interest in devising and supervising projects around South African books for children and young people. We are looking, particularly, for members resident outside of Cape Town, and for members with a special interest in children’s and young people’s books in the Nguni languages and in the seSotho-seTwana language group.

Membership Fees for 2007
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Your annual membership of IBBY SA for 2007 is now due. 

Individual membership remains at R75 for the year. Any institution (a library, a school, a publishing house, etc.) is invited to pay the individual membership fees for people in the institution who are named and whose contact details are given.

Corporate membership for 2007 is now available at R1000 for large institutions who wish to pay membership fees for more than 12 people; these people still need to be named and their contact details given. 

In all cases, the nominated people are full members of IBBY SA, each with full voting rights; and each nominated person will receive the Books for Africa newsletter by email (not by post).

The idea that a large institution can pay a single membership fee of R75 and then all of its branches and all of its personnel can be members for the payment of that single fee is not a valid interpretation.

Overseas membership: Bank charges have left us with no choice but to increase the fee. The 2007 membership fee is either $30 or £15. Newsletters will be emailed and not posted.

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Zita deur Anzil Kulsen (LAPA, 2006)

Hierdie verhaal handel oor ’n jaar in die lewe van Zita, ’n meisie uit ’n arm kleurling 

gesin wat land in ’n nuwe skool tussen ’n klomp wit meisies; weg van haar geliefde Kieriekroek waar sy grootgeword het. Dit gaan om verhoudinge – tussen Zita en haar nuwe skoolmaats; tussen haar en haar ma; met Waldo op wie sy hier verlief raak, en dan ook die knellende herinneringe aan haar Pa, na wie sy lyk. Kompleet met sy ‘koelie’ gevreet. Sy staan uit soos ’n seer vinger, oral. Ek is besonder beïndruk met Kulsen se skryfstyl – Zita praat soos haar mense, maar haar gedagtes gebeur in suiwer Afrikaans. Hier word fyn geskryf; mooi atmosfeer word geskep. Die gevoelens is opreg; haar seer raak die leser, want dit is werklik en lê diep. Die skryfster het baie potensiaal; ek dink baie jongmense deel Zita se gevoelens oor hul omgewing; of wonder oor die Pa wat hulle nooit geken het nie; of raak verlief op iemand uit ’n baie verskillende agtergrond; en wonder of hy/sy nie hulle sal los as hulle die familie ontmoet nie.
